Home Recording - Part I
Now that you're committed to voice acting, you 

realize that you also need to become  

somewhat of an audio techie.  ProTools, used 

in most professional recording studios, and 

Logic, a competitive  MAC program, are great 

... but hard to learn. Sound Forge, PEAK, and 

Adobe Audition are but a few of the mid-size 

programs. If you have Garage Band on your 

computer, you may have discovered that it's 

great for some things but clunky when editing 

sound files.

Here's our suggestion. Start with a small, free, 

easy to learn, downloadable program called 

Audacity. Did we mention it's FREE?!  Here's 

what you do:

Go to  http://audacity.sourceforge.net and 

download the program.  It'll only take a few 

moments.  Then, follow the instructions on the 

site to download an additional mp3 conversion 

program.  (For MACs, use LameLib:  

http://spaghetticode.org/lame.) You need this 

plug-in in order to convert the original .wav file 

recording into a smaller, emailable size .mp3.

Now, you need a microphone.  For beginners, 

we suggest starting cheap.  The BLUE 

Snowball is less that $100 and includes a USB 

connector and a table stand.  It'll only take you 

5 minutes or so to assemble.

Once your mic is plugged in, you're ready to 

launch Audacity.    Open the Audacity 

Preference folder and change the Recording 

Device pull down menu from Built-In Audio to 

BLUE Snowball.  You're ready to record!
